•	 A European Mobility Innovation Centre, which 
will build and share expertise in innovative physi-
cal and virtual mobility initiatives and will assess 
the quality of new mobility activities.



As RUN-EU will address big societal challenges and become 
a true engine of regional development, RUN-EU will utilise 
a quadruple helix approach to the collaborative co-design 
and co-creation of its pedagogical, research, innovation and 
engagement activities.
